B Blue Walk

The Blue Walk is one of the flattest walks which 7

meanders through Cabin Park, The Circus, Corner
Park and Pear Park. The trail takes you through
both the tall conifers of Cabin Park and the
deciduous trees of the Circus, Corner Park and
Pear Park.

@ Purple Walk
Estimated time 1hr | distance 3km + extended walk 4.8km)
Grade: Moderate (steep if doing the extended walk)

The Purple Walk skirts along some of the higher ridges around the arboretum
with good views across Douglas Park and Glen Douglas. The trail then returns
to the Visitor Centre through Cabin Park. The extended purple walk turns off at
Basinhead and zigzags its way up to Arataitai, the highest point in the park, for
